Nominees must have
completed 18 hours of graduate work with a GPA of at least 3.75 and no outstanding
incompletes other than ("IP" grades on thesis, dissertation, research other than thesis, and
research seminar, etc are allowed) at the time of nomination.

All nominations must be submitted through the nominee's Graduate Program Chair
by Friday, November 4, 2022. The Graduate Program Committee Chair will act as
recipients of the nominations, select qualified nominees, and forward their material to the
Office of Graduate Studies.
